The spacious dining room benefits from a feature open 
staircase with balustrade leading to the first floor, fantastic 
uPVC double glazed French doors opening onto the 
courtyard and recently installed dark hardwood flooring. 
  
 
 
 
 

 
Kitchen   1.68m x 3.82m   (5'6" x 12'6") 
The extended kitchen is fitted with a range of modern pale 
wood effect floor and wall mounted units with contrasting 
work surfaces. 1½ bowl single drainer stainless steel sink 
unit with mixer tap. Built-in stainless steel oven and hob with 
extractor hood. Tiled splash backs. Ceramic tiled flooring. 
uPVC double glazed window to the side elevation. Integral 
fridge, freezer and washing machine.

Good sized double bedroom. uPVC double glazed window 
to the front elevation.

Bedroom Two   2.92m x 3.5m   (9'7" x 11'6") 
Unusually large for a second bedroom. uPVC double glazed 
window overlooking the courtyard.

Bathroom   1.63m x 2.66m   (5'4" x 8'9") 
The newly refurbished bathroom has a modern white suite 
comprising of bath with shower over, wall mounted wash hand 
basin, low level WC. Obscured double glazed window to the side 
elevation.
