Dining Room (Formerly Bedroom 3)  3.58m x 3.03m   (11'9" 
x 9'11") 
Open plan to the lounge, the dining room benefits from a 
uPVC double glazed window to the front elevation. Radiator. 
This room could be converted back to a third bedroom for 
very little cost. 
 
 
 
Kitchen   3.85m x 2.57m   (12'8" x 8'5") 
This modern kitchen includes a range of ivory shaker style 
wall and floor units with contrasting solid wood worktops. 
Space for cooker and fridge freezer. Plumbing for washer 
dryer. Extractor hood. Ceramic sink with drainer. Tiled 
splash back. Tiled floor. Breakfast area. Radiator. uPVC 
double glazed window to the side and rear. Obscured glazed 
door providing access onto the driveway.
